- Public Comment 2: Question regarding public safety with the increase ice patrols going around the neighborhood. The fact that yesterday they were brandishing massive,what is assumed to be rifles. I'm not very knowledgeable about guns, but they were longer than my arm. They threw tear gas at citizens, Community members, and they also threatened children. Schools are scared. Parents are now coming together to escort kids, to and from school, but what? I'm asking what more can be done from this Safety Commission to make community members feel safe because they don't feel safe right now, especially when you see untrained ICE agents. They're clearly untrained. They don't have police training. They don't know how to use weapons. They are just given these weapons and allowed out on our streets. One tried to jump on the back of a car. It was all very strange. They don't even know how to use the tear gas that they were using. Some of it flew back into their own vehicle. So it is very concerning as a citizen, as a Community member, that this is allowed to happen and I would like to see more effort on keeping Community members safe because it's them coming into our community and terrorizing us is not safe.

	District Council Member Updates: Community Engagement: DC Orlikoff canvassed the community. Many have seen ICE presence and aggressive response to protests and residents. Community is very concerned. DC Orlikoff read statement from Alder Fuentes where she lets community know that she is safe after her apprehension by ICE. Councilor also read statement by Mayor Johnson who is concern about first amendment violations, abusive tactics, and the use of tear gas in the community. Councilor Orlikoff mentioned that he witnessed and was affected by the use of tear gas on Armitage Ave and Drake ave at the Rico Fresh Market. Councilor also made community aware of incidents of ICE activity seen at Humboldt Health. Mentioned that DC25 is hosting a Know Your Rights with CIRR training for people to attend in-person or virtually.

Nominating: Due to Councilor Vargas' absence, CCPSA staff alerted the community about the upcoming Northside and Youth Vacancies on the Commission. Encouraged residents to look for candidates. 

Chair: Apologizes for last month's absence. Working on revamping the streaming capabilities. Also mentioned that the partnership with the library will continue and promotes some upcoming CPL events. Makes a call for community to attend the upcoming community conversations with CPD. These conversations become the basis for the District Strategic Plan (DSP). One is set for VFW Post on October 6, 2025, at 6:30. One is for November 10, 2025, at 6:30 at Mirella's Tavern.
	Discussions: -- Community members brought up the concerns of recent ICE activity in the District and throughout Chicago. Constituents raised up the lack of clarity in the role that Chicago Police has due to the heightened immigration enforcement. Residents complained that they were not sure if CPD could help them if they were under danger from some kind of federal agent. The CPD watch lieutenant listened to concerns and affirmed that CPD would respond to 911 calls regardless of their origin or purpose and that CPD was there to enforce all laws. He also mentioned that CPD, due to the Welcoming City ordinance, is not going to collaborate with ICE or other agencies when it comes to immigration enforcement. Community members highlighted that there is no clear answer as to what to do if Federal Agents are seen violating the law, and mentioned that CPD should at least, be able to show up when called upon to verify the identity of someone who says they're federal agents. Community noted the fear of having impersonators who are not actual federal agents in the neighborhood.


-- Saunté Harden-Tate from the Chicago Alliance Against Sexual Exploitation (CAASE) gave a presentation about their work, and how the community can be involved.
