	Public Comment: - Community member 1, Sally: I went to beat 014-13. Went over crime reports. They reported on a Sexual Assault on 8.26.2025 Officer said “I have to report this” in a grouchy tone. I spoke to DC Vargas, and I let her know that though I am glad S.A. cases are being reported, there is still no reporting on domestic violence calls in those two beats. Lot’s of focus on other crimes (robberies, car jackings, etc.). They don’t want to talk about S.A. 
	District Council Member Updates: o Vargas: Rapid Response training for ICE watching going on. I can connect you to those in NW side.

DC policy proposal: DC24 Jean-Joseph’s Civilianization of protest response. David and Ashley support. No need to pay lots of overtime to disrupt people who are trying to keep people safe. DC08 Jason Huff’s alert system for 911 calls.
o Orlikoff: CPD has put many important policies up for review. 
o Vargas: Still waiting to hear response on who is investigating the potential collaboration between CDP and ICE on June 4th.
 Orlikoff: there is an effort to change COPA’s ordinance to allow them to investigate violations of Welcoming City ordinance
o Vargas: We met with other DCs to discuss trends and patters on public safety. We discussed the millions paid in CPD lawsuits. We discussed the potential of liability, pensions, and insurance tools to dissuade misconduct
o Orlikoff: CCPSA President Driver stepped down in Aug. Former VP Terry is current Interim President.
o Vargas: CCPSA took vote to set the Commission's position on traffic stops. David reads to votes. A breakdown of the votes can be found on CCPSA website and on the DC14 website under resources: https://tinyurl.com/districtcouncil014

	Discussions: Presentation:
o	Chicago Appleseed Center for Fair Courts. Presenters: Naomi Johnson and Austin Segal 
o	Focus: The changes brought on by new CCSAO. The criminalization of gun possession in Chicago. 

Question on gun issues:
•	Austin: Something worth remembering is that criminalization of people who feel unsafe doesn’t make things better.
	David: OIG released a report stating that CPD’s response rate to 911 calls is at around 50%. So calling the police might not seem like a good idea.
	Community member: “If you live by the sword you will die by the sword”.  Metaphorically the same is true for guns. You mentioned that there is an increased detention for people with extended magazines. You suggest that mandatory detention is not a good option.
•	Austin: Our research is not about whether people should carry guns or not. It focuses on the criminalization of people carrying guns. On the second part, there are no mandatory detention charges. Charges can be ‘up for detention’ and the prosecutor can decide to petition detention. 
•	Austin: Also it wasn’t my intention to say that we didn’t need detention for extended magazines. Rather that cases need to be individualized depending on the case. It even undermines the autonomy of the CCSAO’s office. 
•	Naomi: Previous admin also petitioned for detention in extended magazine cases. However, there are cases under the blanket, like a child holding a gun for someone else, where there is more of a grey zone. Independent analysis per case is important. 
•	Naomi: Median time for incarceration pre-trial is about 2 years.
	Community member: The Tribune had a long campaign against Kim Foxx, I don’t see a splashy campaign now over this. Maybe the pressure should be on the Tribune because this isn’t getting out to the community.
•	Naomi: Good questions. We can all discuss the political lean of the newspaper, and media analysis definitely would show that there is more criticism of Foxx and not of the current admin. And we do send them things.
	Community member: On felony review bypass, is there a possibility of suing Cook County over this as a due-process issue? 
•	Naomi: I believe some orgs, and maybe the ACLU are.
	Community members: Who benefits from this? It seems like CCSAOs with Irish Last names are ‘avatars for order’.
	Community member: Can we see previous “do not call lists”?
•	Naomi: Some have been published, I think by the Reader.
	David: On the disclusre list, what are likely impacts? What is the intended impact and what are possible unintended impacts?
•	Naomi: The Director of Policy said that there was no clear way to know how people were put on the list. I do know that this could mean that officers who might have been found of falsifying reports, could be brought to court again. 
•	Austin: Less accountability in general. 
•	Naomi: We could see increases in incarceration that would yield to settlements. Also incarceration is expensive too.
	David: I know that under Kim Foxx, many cases were being thrown out and that lead to lawsuits.
•	Austin: increases in gun possession cases did start with Kim Foxx. In recent years, many have resulted in guilty pleas. I am not sure what that looked like in the past. Kim Foxx did have many policies to reduce criminalization. 
•	Naomi: Under Kim Foxx, some diversion programs did start, but they had only like 1% of cases that were diverted. 
•	Austin: Arrests also increased. It’s not just on Kim Foxx.
	David: How can we hold the CCSAO accountable to uphold due process? How about the IL AG?
•	Naomi: I think it could be through the IL AG, but also communicate with the CCSAO that you are displeased. They get a lot of positive feedback, but there is need to let them know that there is displeasure in policies
•	Austin: There is a lack of processes for feedback. And we see it in the CCSAO’s decision to take out gun cases from the diversion program (Restorative Justices Courts)
