	Public Comment: - Comment 1 (Sally): Attended the CCPSA meeting Thursday. Heard that there is a WFA study coming up. We would like to see that! We asked the previous commission about it and we would really like to know when it is released. Also we heard that there is a domestic violence policy update that will be released in December and January.
	District Council Member Updates:  Commander Rivera: Hope everyone attended the safe zone we held. CPD made a safe zone to try to quell issues related to ICE and other safety issues. We also know that most crimes are down other than CSAs (Criminal Sexual Assault). He did it here and in other states. We worked with other states to apprehend. Most other crime numbers are down. Councilor Vargas: Attended the South Area 5 Alderperson meeting. I know that in half of the year up to September, shootings, burglaries are down. Vehicle thefts are also down. The patter shows that crime is going down. Lots of collaboration b/w CPD, Community Orgs, and community violence intervention (CVI) orgs. Com. Rivera: Yes we have a very progressive approach. We work with the CVI and peace orgs that are my area. I work with those orgs who train former gang members, and give them specialized training. Now I also want to highlight the TRUST ACT and the Welcoming City ordinance. CPD never works with ICE and never asks anyone about their immigration status. Vargas: Some concern by people who claim that rapid responders have been stopped by CPD. Raising concern of CPD collaboration with ICE. Com. Rivera: One thing to make clear is that we want to keep peace and everyone safe. If someone uses lethal force, like ram into a federal agent's car, then we have to get involved. Same if we saw the opposite taking place. I don't know how to myself, but there are processes for making complaints against Federal agents. What we do, is to make sure people are safe, to let people know if things like tear gas have been deployed, and we keep documentation. If you want to know how to identify CPD, look for the Chicago flag, the "IL MP" plates. The only plainclothes officers who are CPD are counter terrorism units who still wear their star, last name, number of district. Federal agents usually have a shield and not a star. showcasing an identifier is policy, and CPD agents HAVE to provide it if asked about it. Vargas: How do we know if CPD can get involved if someone is being apprehended and they are not identified? Can CPD ask them to identify as ICE? Comm. Rivera: We will ask. We ill assess if they are posing. "Hello we are CPD. We want to know who you are. We are conducting an investigation and we ask that you identify." They may not have to give me their number or name, but if they identify as agents, then we will have to step away and not interfere. We cannot interfere on their investigations. We do make the report if feds use tear gas or put other people in danger. If they are just present however, and if they are just doing enforcement, we do not report it. Councilor Orlikoff: What happens if a community member follows an ICE agent? What is your opinion on the legality of that? Comm. Rivera: Use common sense. They have different use of force policies. I know how we would investigate that, but I don't know how they handle their own investigations. If we get a call where ICE agents are under attack, then we will start an investigation. We are in a unique situation. We cannot choose the safety of one side over the other. 

Councilor Vargas: On crime statistics. All statistics are down. On Nomination. There are three vacancies 2 youth and 2 northsiders vacancies are going to be open. The application opens January 7. It's a month long process to pick the nominees and then the Mayor selects the finalist that sit on the Commission. Also we had a meeting in July to discuss Area 5's issues. We had submitted some pre-submitted Qs to CPD to answer, they haven't. I think the questions are mostly about sexual assaults cases and why it took so long to respond. 

Councilor Orlikoff: Met with Commander Rivera. Today i was given a progress report on a few items. I asked if they could post ICIRR's KYR signs. They put them on the 14th station lawns. Started a conversation to remove the temporary chain-linked fence in front of the department. You heard his updates on CPD and ICE above. Chicago Appleseed, previous presenter at our meeting, is having an event to teach about the recent policy changes to prosecution, felony review, and maintaining disclosure lists of officers with unreliable records in courts. You can report violation of the recent courts' TRO decisions related to ICE by going to tinyurl.com/CHICAGOTRO We have lawn and window signs, whistles, palm cards, and SALUTE flyers. Two more updates, on police accountability: CBS wrote an article mentioning that legal Black owners with legal gun permits are being targeted and arrested based on their name being on the legal gun registry. On restorative justice: We also want you to connect with the Public Health and Safety Campaign who wants to promote violence prevention investment. You can learn more by visiting bit.ly/m/psh2026  

Councilor Laurent: We had the community conversations on 10/10. Also one coming up a week from Monday (11/10) at Mirella's (2056 W Division ave). If you think CPD is doing a bad job, come. I should be there. Also met with Commander about public safety and accountability. We also had an administrative special meeting. We set out 2026 calendar after some compromises made. We are still doing first Saturday of the month generally except for June, July, and August where we do the evenings of the first Thursday of the month. We are looking for alternative locations since libraries are not open then. This is a draft still. We are voting on this next month. We want your input. Also, the CCPSA did hold a vote to elect a new president after Commissioner Driver stepped down for presidency. Commissioners Terr and Minor were the nominees, and now Terry is the official president. 
	Discussions: Diana Perez Saldivar and Pooja Ravindran provided a presentation on the work of CIRR, a know your rights presentation, and other work related to the City's response to federal immigration enforcement. [Presentation slides can be found online. Note that the slides reflect the most updated information as of 11/1 but that this issue develops rapidly. Future guidance may vary.]
