	Public Comment: Summary of public comments:


Speaker: Sam Raised concerns regarding Chicago’s low crime clearance rates, especially for major crimes like gun violence.
Noted the use of "exceptional clearance" practices potentially inflating clearance numbers.
Asked how clearance rates are considered by the District Council and what can be done for increased
transparency.
Quick Responses:
Clearance rates for homicide in Chicago are about 60%.
Confirmed that “cleared by exception” is commonplace (applies when a suspect is arrested but not
charged/prosecuted).
Noted importance but did not indicate immediate action—suggested for future agenda.

Speaker: Carrie Goldberg
Requested a report on ICE activity and protections for residents.
Mentioned need for more education and community self-defense (Know Your Rights, community defense workshops, school monitoring).
Discussion of practical strategies: reporting to ICE watch groups, local response plans, and group monitoring efforts.

	Discussions: Presentation Overview
Anna Rubin presented on a new pilot ordinance moving through Chicago City Council, championed by 19th and 8th District counselors, with support from some city aldermen.
Purpose: shift certain parking violation calls away from 911/CPD to the Department of Finance (DoF) parking enforcement.
2. Background & Rationale
Community input: Strong desire for: Civilianizing CPD workforce; reducing 911 wait times. More visible and relational police presence. Officer input: Insufficient police staffing; overwhelmed by non-core functions, especially high 911 call volume
for minor issues (parking violations).
Data analysis: Councilor Maurillo(19th Dist.) found "hundreds of thousands" of 911 calls annually are for noncriminal parking violations—e.g., blocking driveways, fire hydrants, permit parking.
3. Program Details
Pilot proposed: Start in 8th (SW; Chicago Lawn/Midway) and 19th (North Side) Districts. Department of Finance aids would become leading responders for PB1 & PB2 parking violations via 311 rather than via police.
Program budget: Estimated $2.6 million for two districts (potential to scale up).Benefits anticipated: Frees up police time (more emergency response, less traffic/parking response). Potential for increased revenue via more efficient, timely ticketing.
Reduces police overtime (substantial city savings).Fewer unnecessary police/community interactions. Potentially safer and more effective community response.
Discussion & Council Feedback
Escalation concerns: Data show very few parking complaints escalate to violence.
Current DoF constraints: Noted slow response times (often weeks) for requested enforcement.
Anticipated implementation: Pilot would demonstrate efficacy to potentially expand citywide.
Support: Strong support from CPD and relevant city departments at recent Public Health & Safety Committee hearing. Some aldermen are hesitant, possibly due to "sticker shock" over budget or political perceptions.
5. Strategic Context & Broader Vision
Fits within Chicago Neighbor Policing Initiative’s vision of 20% of CPD calls routed to non-police entities (e.g., parking enforcement, mental health crisis teams, etc.). Seen as a proof-of-concept for broader alternative response models
ICE/Federal Immigration Activity & Community Response
1. Recent Activity & Climate
Report of increased ICE/federal presence in Chicago; aggressive actions perceived as attempts to intimidate and provoke.
Noted “cosplaying” of ICE and paramilitary/right-wing appearances, including incidents with civilians being
detained in public without clear reasoning.
Federal activities include deployment of National Guard, especially under current presidential edicts.
2. Community & Civic Response
Expansion of neighborhood safety/alert networks ("Ice Watch"); focus on under-supported areas (e.g., West Ridge).
Education efforts: know-your-rights workshops for schools, parents, businesses (e.g., privacy rights in
businesses, response to ICE presence).
Recommendations:
Document and record ICE actions (continuity of video).
Use of notification tools (e.g., whistles as warning devices).
Activation of local support/response channels (e.g., ICE watch hotlines, reporting to local groups).
Notable incident: CPD officers and civilians injured during recent standoff/ICE response on 39th and Kedzie; 37 CPD officers gassed, federal agencies blamed for escalation
 Issues Raised
Federal behavior may be intended to provoke violence/resistance for political optics.
Calls for greater data transparency on ICE/CPD interactions; desire to release all relevant bodyworn and
surveillance footage to verify events.
Ongoing monitoring of CPD’s adherence to the Trust Act and protocols around immigration enforcement.
Community concern about possible collaboration between ICE agents and far-right groups, though no
verified evidence at this time.
District Strategic Plan Development
Each police district is tasked with writing an annual strategic plan; new engagement process underway for
2026 plan.
District Councilors (incl. Deirdre) are involved in working group, pushing for plans to be more effective,
accountable, and responsive.
